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Introduction 

XR MCD and XE MCD Special Operations Departments are pleased to invite 

everybody to participate in the first part of the joined exercise – the international SO Event 

«Eastern Shield» taking place on the 8th of November 12:00 – 16:00 UTC.  

 

In the first part, the SO Operations Command Centers of XR and XE have received 

information about the movement seemingly militarized naval vessels without identification, 

including submarines near the Prohibited Area ZKP-100. The main task is to investigate the 

situation and figure out the types of the vessels as well as their quantity. An additional task has 

also been set – refilling munitions to an Aircraft Carrier. 

 

For the exercise, a forward airfield has been set up, with the temporary code ZKXX. 

 

Roles and Tasks:  

• AWACS aircrafts – observation of the exercise region; 

• Relay aircrafts – data retranslation; 

• Maritime patrol aircrafts - search for submarines; 

• bomber fighters – identification and bombing the overwater vessels; 

• intercept fighters – ZKP-100 border patrol; 

• Tanker aircraft – fighters support for aerial refueling; 

• Helicopters – transport of goods to the aircraft carrier. 
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First part exercises location 

The first part of the «Eastern Shield» will take place for Khabarovsk FIR (UHHH) and 

Pyongyang FIR (ZKKP) – in the Danger Areas UHD-414 and ZKP-100.

Task: proceed to the designated holding areas (marked as green №1 and №2). Hold in 

the designated areas until 15:30 UTC at FL360. After finishing, return to the departure airport 

by direct routing to the VOR/DME. Holding areas will be designated for each one after 

registration for the event at the HQ-SOD website.

Relay aircrafts 
Types: Heavy and Medium aircraft (Il-22; An-26РТ; E-6A etc.) 

Slots: 2 

Departure aerodromes: Vladivostok (UHWW), forward airfield (ZKXX) 

Departure time: 12:05 UTC 

Task: proceed to the designated holding areas (marked as green №3 and №4). Hold in 

the designated areas until 15:30 UTC at FL220. While in the holding areas, the crews’ task is 

to receive data about submarine locations from maritime patrol aircrafts in the Discord Server 

of HQ-SOD. After finishing, return to the departure airport by direct routing to the VOR/DME. 

Holding areas will be designated for each one after registration for the event on the HQ-SOD 

website.

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Maritime patrol aircrafts  
Types: Medium aircraft (Il-38; P-8 Poseidon; Lockheed P-3 Orion etc.) 

Slots: 12 

Departure aerodrome: Vladivostok (UHWW) 

Departure time: by your slot 

Task: proceed to ZKP-100 between FL100 and FL180, enter the area through 

414018N1313021E to area №1 or №2 (marked as dashed line on the map). After entering 

ZKP100 descend to 3000/4000 feet. Flight altitude will be determined by the organizers after 

registration at the HQ-SOD website. Perform a search in the area using the expanding square 

technique. Each observation of submarines shall be reported to the relay crew at the HQ-SOD 

Discord Server specifying location coordinates. (search area №1 - relay aircraft in area №3; 

search area №2 - relay aircraft in area №4). After finishing the search return to 

415400N1311300E, and after that to WDT VOR/DME 108.2 return to Vladivostok (UHWW).

Types: Medium aircraft (Su-24; Su-34; F-35 etc.)  

Slots: 14 (and additional slots for formation flights) 

Departure aerodrome: Vladivostok (UHWW) 

Departure time: by your slot 

Task: proceed to ZKP-100 by the route (marked as light-blue on the map) at FL200. 

After entering ZKP-100 descend to 2000-7000 ft. To establish visual contact with targets 

(overwater vessels) and bombing (one target of choice). Upon finish climb to FL210 and return 

to Vladivostok (UHWW).

Task: patrol the borders of ZKP-100 at FL350 for 2 hours (marked as blue, yellow, 

white and gray on the map). Pilots may exercise aerial refueling upon request after 1 hour of 

patrol duty. The tanker aircraft might be reached out to at the HQ SOD Discord Server. Upon 

finish, return to base. Pilots can choose patrol route at the HQ SOD website.

Task: proceed to refueling area with entry and exit at 404908N1300934E. Fly by the 

route (marked as orange on the map) at FL250 until 15:20 UTC. Communication with fighters 

is to be established at the HQ-SOD Discord Server. Upon finish, return to forward aerodrome 

(ZKXX).
